It gave the public a
chance to see alarge and magnificent variety of cars which were shown in the various
displays and to see some action in the form of the Motorkhana .

Walbran from MG agreed to organise the Motorkhana

Once again there was an opportunity for enthusiasts to take part in a weekend of
classic car activity and to establish this event as the premier event in the classic car
calendar.

Fun Run

The Saturday morning Fun Run which is sponsored by Meguiarsis proving to be a
very popular event attracted an entry of 185 cars slightly down on the 200 from the
previous year. There was certainly a great diversity of interesting cars and it appeared
that many cars come out from under their covers for this event. It is a spectacul ar
scene to see all the carslined up in the Ellerslie car park. No entry fee is charged for
taking part.

Judging by the comments received after the event the fun runs were enjoyable and
well received.

This year the Fun Run organising committee communicated directly with the Car
Clubs and handled the entry forms themselves and thisis afar more effective
approach to running this event.

The M G Car Club has been organizing this event since its inception some four years
ago and it is probably worth considering getting some involvement each year from
another club so there is some knowledge imparted in running the event.



Sunday Show

Sunday is the big day of the weekend and there were alarge number of attractions
with the main ones being :

The Meguiar’s Shine and Show attracted a good number of entries and provided an
opportunity for people to show their cars without the formality of the Concours. We
are getting some very nice cars appearing in this event.

The Motorkhana was sponsored by Personalised Plates and attracted 18 entries this
year and the entry fee was $10.

MGCC arranged the permit for the event from Motorsport NZ which then provided
the organisers [MGCC] with the necessary public liability insurance

The motorkhana as intended adds some life to what is a day of static displays and
some noise and movement gets the attention of spectators and it certainly achieved
that.

NZ Classic Car magazine sponsored and organised the Newmarket Room display and
there was a fine selection of awide range of cars on display.

The Swann Insurance Best Club display competition which had the theme “Our
Golden Years’ was well supported by Clubs and as we have come to expect there
were some outstanding displays that take a lot of commitment to prepare and to keep
up during the course of the day. The winning Club on the day was the Mini Car Club
of Auckland with the Stag Owners Club of NZ second and the Jowett Car Club third.

Each year the standard of cars entered in the Concours continues to improve and this
year was no exception putting a very high workload on the judges for the entire day.
The detail ed results are posted on the Concours website however the teams event was
won by the Porsche Club of NZ with MG Car Club (Auckland Centre) second and
Early Holden Club — Team 1 third.

The event was sponsored by NZ Classic Car.

The Masters Class was won by Gary Boyce's 1957 Mercedes Benz 300SL with 565
points.



With the weather in the morning being so poor it was decided to do the judging under
the stand and this included the judging of the cars that would normally bein the
parade ring. It makes the judges task quite difficult but they did a great job under
difficult circumstances. The presentation were made in the Newmarket Room and that
went well.

An event of this size requires alot of support and | would like to firstly acknowledge
the support we have had from all our sponsors and from all the exhibitors who took
space at Ellerdlie.

| would like to thank all members of the committee both elected and co-opted for
working extremely hard during some quite trying times and bringing the event
together very successfully. | would like to thank the MG Car Club for once again
organising the Fun Run and the Motorkhana..

While those people that attend the AGM every year are probably tired of hearing
about it | do have to say once again that one of the biggest frustrations facing the
organizing committee is the tardiness of the responses we get from clubs with respect
to entries. There is a huge amount of time spent by committee members phoning and
following up to ensure we have the correct contact details and still we have slow
responses. If we were strict with our December cut off we would have very poor entry
numbers so we need the help from clubs to address this issue.

This year there were one or two complaints about the size of some of the spaces
allocated and | would like to comment on that. The normal entitlement for each club
is space for six cars with any additional cars needing the approval of the organizing
committee.

The organisers set out the sites using club names and the actual spaces are not marked
out the expectation being that bordering clubs will sort out there areasin a sensible
way. We do not want to get to the stage of having to go to the extrawork of marking
out each area and we ask clubs to co operate in sorting out their areas with their
neighbours.

The size of the event and the organisation relating to it needs to be kept under review
to ensure we can continue to cope using the existing organisational structure.

Aswe do most years the committee has considered other venues but it is difficult o
find avenue with all the attributes of Ellerslie and so it is booked gain for 20009.
